Training 

Training is offered worldwide with the support of our education 

department.  The training of local workers and volunteers multi-

plies our ministry and enables us to reach many more children 

with the Gospel than we otherwise could.  Through Super Semi-

nars, Teaching Children Effectively™ courses and the 12-

week Children’s Ministries Institute courses, CEF is enabling 

those with a burden for children to effectively evangelize 

them.
