Christian Youth in Actiofd (CYIA)

What: Christian Youth in Actior{CYIA is a shortterm, summer ministry dedicated
to the training and development of committed Christians (ages2land up) who
want to be equipped to reach children for Christ. By completing theine-day
training program, you will be certified by Child Evangelism Fellowshiip teach
children, witness to those you babysit, and minister effectively to youneighbors,
friends, and relatives.

When: CYlAhas been held every summer all over the United States and beyond
since 1971. In theNorth Central Indiana chapter the program lasts for 6
consecutive weeksafter training is completed. Our local director will work together
with you and your parents to deselop a schedule that meets your needs.

Why: CYIlAparticipants learn to share the gospel boldly and effectively with children
by conducting5$ AU #1 OAO AT A | OEAO ANdhCGeardli 60 1 O
Indiana area. Through this ministry, Christian youth are equipped to jumpstart their
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personal ministry and service to Christ in a lifelong outreach that starts in their
own community.

Who can participate in CYIA?

Christiansage 14 and older may apply for full training responsibilities as Summer
Missionaries (SMs) who may choose to volunteer or to raise additional support to
earn wages over the summer. SMs are trained in &iDay Clulbcomponents.

Christians ages 1213 may gply as Missionary Assistants (MAS) who receive most

of the regular training responsibilities and serve as volunteers. MAs are trained to
assist in most club components except in teaching the Bible Lesson and Counselling
the children for salvation and othe needs.

What do CYIAstudents do all summer?

CYIlAbegins with a 3-day pre-training followed by an
intensive 6-day training just a few days later.

Training consistsof intensive group and individual
training helping teens to learn howto hold and
handle flashcard visuals to the finer points of
preparing an evangelistic Bible Lesson or Missionary
Story. Through theCYIAtraining, CYIAers are fully
equipped for ministry!

After training, CYIlAparticipants work in teams 0f3-4
to hold 5-Day Clubs each week (Mondaifriday)
within the chapter ministry area as scheduled by the
local CEFchapter. Participants also help with other
CEFcoordinated outreaches (such as VBS, Fair
Ministry, and/or Camp Good News) throughotithe
6-week summer ministry period as available.

How does support raising for CYIA work?

Just like real missionaries headed for the mission field, ea€iYlAparticipant is
responsible for raising support to help cover part of their training costs, materials,
and salary (if not volunteering). LocalCEFstaff will assist participants throughout
the process of sending support letters to family and friends, thankg their
supporters, and following up with a brief written ministry report at the end of
summer. The North Central Indiana chapter also conductsionthly port-a-pit
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fundraisers and work to schedule church presentations for teens to share tHgYIA
ministry to help teens raise the needed support.

Do all CYIAparticipants raise support?

It is requested that allCYIAparticipants raise a minimum of $,000 each. This is to
ensure that the program costs incurred by the local chapter (which apply to all
program participants) including training, travel expenses, teaching materials, and
other provided resources are covered.

Participants aged 14 and older (Summer Missionaries) may choose to earn a small
salary on an hourly basisand will therefore be askedto raise an additional $,000 of
support (for a total fundraising goal of £,000) to help cover payroll costs.

*Wage rate information is givenafter acceptance in postapplication interview.

What about volunteer CYIAparticipants?

Any CYIAstudent may choce to participate on a volunteer basis (without
salary/wages for the summer).

Any participant under the legal hiring age of 14 at the time of the-@eek program
will participate on a strictly volunteer basis.

All Missionary Assistants (MAs) are considere volunteers regardless of age.

Summer Missionaries (SMs) being at least 14 at the time of the ministry program
will be asked to choose either to volunteer or to participate for a modest
salary/wage over the summer.

*To receive a salaryCYlAparticipants must work a minimum of 4 weeks throughout the summer.

Where is CYIA training held?

Pre-training is held within the local chapter of your areaof ministry and sometimes
it is held together with another chapter besideyour specificarea of ministry.

*The CYIApre-training location is subject to change from year to year
Posttraining week is held locally at schedule5-Day Cluldocations.

The main CYIAtraining is generally held on the campus of Indiana Wesleyan
University in Marion, Indiana.
*The mainCYIAocation is subject to change from year to year
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What is taught at CYIAtraining?

The main purpose ofCYIAtraining is to prepare Christian young people for
evangelistic ministry. For this reason, the following topics are covered in the
training:

Where do CYIlAstudents teach over the summer?

The 5Day Clubs and other outreaches conducted [fyYIAstudent teams may be
held potentially anywhere in the localCEFchapter area of service at churches,
individual homes, parks,trailer courts, campgrounds,and other
common/community spaces.

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How is student transportation handled over the summer?

CYlAparticipants are responsible forcoordinating with the local director or summer
coordinator on how they will get to thevarious ministry locations scheduled
throughout the summer. The primary way the North Central Indiana chapter
handles transportation to and from clubs and other ministry outreachesjs to have
multiple CYIlAparticipants meettheir specific team leader or summer coordinatorat
aspecificlocation. Then thesummer coordinator and CYI|Aparticipants carpool
together to the ministry location. The designated meeting location will vary weekly
per the ministry location. Transportation to and fromCYIA pretraining andthe
main CYIA trainingwill be handled in the same way.

What is the CYIA summer schedule?

While the specific dates and times wilthange slightly from year to year, the general
6-week schedule forCYIA(which usually begins within the first two weeks of June)
is as follows:

1 Week 1: PreTraining (generally 3 weekdays)

1 Week 2:CYIAMain Training (generally 6 days immediately followingpre-
training)

1 Week 3: Posttraining (5 weekdays, MondayFriday)

1 Week 46: Summer Ministry (5-Day Clubs, etc.)

End-of Summer Wrap -Up and Testimony Party: held for the local ministry
team as a final wrapup/farewell time for celebration and testimonies from the
summer (parents, families, and friends are also invited)

(Optional) Annual CYIA Praise Gathering: held by and hosted by the CEF
State Office (Indianapolis) inearlyf EA | OCOOO0 A& O Al1l OEA AO
students and staff

*Somespecific dates, times, and other details may vary with each year. Check with your local CEF
Chapter coordinator of summer ministries for all current details and changes.

Can a participant miss any part of the 6 -week program and still
participate?
While it is preferred that participants be available to serve for as much of the-6

week program period as possible, in the event of family commitments or other
important responsibilities, some flexibility may be allowed.
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CYlAparticipants may miss up to o weeks (10 club days) of the éveek program
period

All CYIlAparticipants must be availablefor and satisfactorily complete theCYIA
training requirements before beginning the summer ministry.

Program applicants are asked to indicate any known summer camtments on the
CYlAapplication. Any major schedule or time issues requiring special adjustment or
exception may be discussed with locaCEFchapter staff coordinating summer
ministries. All local CYIAprogram acceptance, decisions, and exceptions are
ultimately determined by the Local Chapter Director/Local Coordinator.

What responsibilities does a parent of a CYlAparticipant have?

As the parent(s) of aCYlAparticipant, your responsibilities are relatively minimal.
Undoubtedly, the most important suppot you could give is to join us in prayer for
your CYIAstudent and the summer ministry program.

While it is certainly not required, you are also more than welcome to participate in
the summer ministry program by:

1 hosting a5-Day Club

1 helping to transport/chauffer the summer ministry team or team members to
training and/or club(s) as needed,

1 hosting and/or helping provide food, games, etc. for the ERdf Summer
Wrap-Up and Testimony Party.

What: A 5-Day Clul(traditionally called [ '
Backyard Bible Club) is an exciting outreach
/@

opportunity to bring the gospel to the children
in your neighborhood! Clubs approximately 90
minutes in length are held daily five weekdays
in a row and include fun games, songs, daily
memory verses, an evangelistic Bible lesson,
and an engaging missions time.

When: The 5-Day Clulprogram has been held by locaCEFchapters worldwide each
summer since 1960.

Why: Each year, thousands of children come to know Christ throudghtDay Club
neighborhood outreaches. Theéb-Day Clubsummer ministry is designed to equip the
Body of Christ to take part in changing their community with the Gospel one child
at a time.

Who teaches 5-Day Club?
CYIAparticipants conduct clubs sometimes with or in addition to locaCEFstaff
and/or other trained and screened volunteers.

Who attends 5-Day Clubs?

The target age group for club attendees is-42. Parents of children attending are
always welcome to also #end.

Where are 5-Day Clubs held?

Clubs can be held in a variety of places and contexts. Traditionally, club hosts will
open their homes, garages, backyards, patios, etc. for the club week. Church
facilities, daycares, local YMCAs, apartmeabmplexes, and public community

spaces like parks and community centers can also be used as club locations as God
provides opportunity. Another location is inside a trailer court.
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What times of day are 5 -Day Clubs held?

Hosts for 5Day Clubs are given the option dd daily time slots in which to hold their
club(s) for the week. These time slots ar&20 minutes each day and are generally
held from mid-morning to early evening.

How many 5-Day Clubs are held in a given week ?

This varies weekly and can sometimes change or adjust mwieek. Given the
available timeslots, the maximum number of regulab-Day Qubs one summer team
can reasonably conduct is threeln the event of unique time needs, clubs needing
extra setup or les®n time (such as when adapted for VBS), or other special
outreaches, more or fewer clubs could be held in a given week.

Who can host a 5-Day Club?

A 5-Day Clubmay be hosted by any believer with a burden for reaching children
with the gospel who is also wiling to provide a space to hold club and invite nearby
children to attend.

Each host/hostess must have given their written compliance of the CEF Statement of
Faith and have consented to a criminal background check prior to being approved to
host per the CEFChild Protection Policy*.
