sign our Worker’s Compliance 

Agreement 

• All volunteers must read, agree with, 

and listen to our Child Protection 

Policy 

 Volunteers commit to attend a  2 hour 

curriculum workshop 

 Volunteers commit to receive a 2 hour 

CEF® training before the club to learn 

how to conduct a CEF® Party Club 

 Provides follow up with the children 

and a church home for them to attend 

after the club has concluded 

 Provides the refreshments for the    

party club 

 Partner financially with CEF® to help 

offset the cost of the volunteer          

application process,  training, Gospel 

growth bags, and Local Director      

support.
